The 200125 temperature sensor is specifically designed to meet the needs of 
Trendmaster* 2000 installations and is recommended for the majority of 
temperature measurements, such as bearing and casing temperatures, for 
which the range of a K-type thermocouple is adequate.  The sensor has been 
specially engineered to provide the electrical isolation that the Trendmaster 
2000 system requires and is compatible with all TIM and flexiTIM* transducer 
interface modules that support a K-type thermocouple input.  The sensor’s 
robust design and construction incorporates materials intended to withstand the 
extremely harsh environments encountered in many installations.  The unique 
probe-style packaging simplifies installation, particularly when applications use 
the right-angle adapter that you can install directly beneath Trendmaster 2000 
acceleration and velocity sensors.  This eliminates the need for you to drill and 
tap an additional hole, and provides the convenience of a combination 
measurement of temperature and vibration at desired locations.

Many commercially available K-type 
thermocouples do not provide the necessary 
electrical isolation that the Trendmaster 2000 
system requires. We do not recommend using 

these thermocouples, as they can result in 
erroneous “Transducer OK” conditions.
